Purchase of vaccine doses

Elsa Widding has asked me whether I and the Ministry of Social Affairs have
analysed the situation in Sweden regarding the number of COVID-19
vaccines Sweden is obliged to purchase.

The impact of COVID-19 on society has decreased significantly compared
to the situation during the first years of the pandemic, but COVID-19 is a
disease that we will live with for a long time to come. Vaccination remains
the best protection against serious illness and death from COVID-19.
Vaccinations against COVID-19 will need to continue, in particular because
of the need for top-up doses for risk groups.

Through the European Commission, Sweden has entered into EU-wide
vaccine agreements that ensure the availability of vaccines against COVID-
19 also in 2024 and 2025. The Government has set aside SEK 792 million to
ensure the availability of vaccines against COVID-19 in 2024. The cost is
based on needs assessments from the Public Health Agency of Sweden and
the EU-wide vaccine agreements that Sweden has entered into.
